“Mizubora” (Water Volunteerism) was initiated by Morioka Junior College’s Pro-
fessor Keiko Chiba. Originally, it aimed to deliver bottled water to residents who
had limited access to clean water in Hirota Peninsula in Rikuzentakata City. Prof.
Chiba has led Mizubora since right after the earthquake with help from the stu-
dents, faculty, and staff members of IPU. Although clean water has now been re-
stored in almost all of homes in the affected areas, bottled beverages are still
being delivered regularly as a way to prevent heatstroke, sustain ties with the
local residents, and show them that we still care. The beverage company Itoen
has been extremely generous donating bottled beverages. Furthermore, ex-
change students sponsored by the Honjo International Scholarship Foundation
(affiliated with Itoen) have been participating in Mizubora regularly, while stu-
dents and teachers of Ohio University have worked with us on an annual basis.
Joint Mizubora trips including both Honjo and Ohio volunteers were carried out
every September from 2013 to 2015.
